red flags

nn Loss of appetite

nn Shell is pitted or 
broken

nn Loose or missing 
operculum

nn Listlessness

nn Retreats into shell 
most of time

diet
A well-balanced freshwater 
snail diet consists of: 

nn Typically feeds off algae 
and excessive food or 
debris in aquarium.

nn Can be supplemented 
with algae discs.

feeding 
Things to remember when 
feeding your freshwater 
snail: 

nn Snails will eat algae 
and excess food daily.  
Supplement algae-free 
aquariums twice a week. 

characteristics
nn Snails leave a slime trail 
as they move on their 
muscular foot.

habitat  
maintenance
Daily: Check filter, water 
temperature and other 
equipment.

Weekly: Check water 
quality at least once a 
week.

Monthly: Change 10 to 
25% of the total volume of 
water every 2 to 4 weeks 
or as needed.

Introduce new inhabitants 
to the aquarium gradually.

housing
nn Keep in an 
appropriately sized 
aquarium; a tight-fitting 
lid is necessary, as 
snails can climb out of 
the tank. Snails need 
calcium to grow their 
shells and may need 
to be supplemented 
weekly with calcium.  
High levels of 
freshwater salt can be 
harmful to snails.

nn Use of copper-based 
medications is toxic to 
invertebrates.

nn Stable water quality 
and parameters are 
critical to the health of 
aquatic life.  If you are 
unsure of your water 
quality, Petco provides 
free water testing.

compatibility 
nn Compatible with most 
freshwater fish. Do not 
keep with aggressive fish 
that may try to eat snails.

signs of a  
healthy invertebrate

nn Active movement
nn Healthy appetite
nn Usually attached to  
décor, glass, etc.
nn Operculum is open and 
intact

Avoid overcrowded 
conditions, which are 
a major cause of stress 
and disease. Maintain 
good water quality with 
regular water changes and 
adequate filtration.
